"Supporting a Candidate".  The students discover a number of ways in which they can aid their teacher's campaign for membership on the county council.  He encourages them to become fully acquainted with the platform and ideas of a candidate they choose to support.

"Voting".  The students are encouraged to learn about the prerequisite procedures necessary for voting.  Using a model voting machine and discussing one international student's eligibility to vote, the class demonstrates the requirements of, and steps in, the American voting process.

"Using political resources".  The students recommend an alternative community use for the soon-to-be-vacated high school. Their teacher helps them discover the resources within their own class that can be used to wield the political influence needed to bring about this change.

"Influencing political decisions".  The students, hoping to make the recreation center a reality, discover that the media and the lobbying process are two of the most influential tools in affecting political decision.

FIRE BALLET IN THE NIGHT

French, 52 minutes, 1973, NTSC.  (Alistair Cooke's America)

It explains slavery as a necessity, especially after the introduction of cotton, gin and sugar cane.  It points out that with the industrialization of the North, collision was inevitable leading to the Civil War and a period of reconstruction and trauma among southern whites concerning blacks.

FREDERICK DUGLASS: WHEN THE LION WROTE HISTORY
English, 84:12 minutes, 1996, PAL

This program looks at the life of Frederick Douglass and the contributions he made to the early struggles for the freedom of black Americans. The George Washington story Americans were taught as youngsters is not the tale told here. It presents the origins of English settlement in America, the plantation economy in the South, royal governors from London and the growth of the House of Burgesses.  It also traces how New England was settled by Pilgrims and later by Puritans, resulting in a religious dictatorship.

I REMEMBER HARLEM: DEPRESSION YEARS (1930-1940)
English, 58:28 minutes, 1998, PAL

This program explores Harlem’s diverse ethnic heritage; the distressing economic and social decline during the depression years; the uplift provided by father divine’s efforts to feed the poor; the heroic reputation of Joe Louis; and reaction to segregation, employment discrimination, and racial violence.  In an interview segment, writer James Baldwin comments about conditions for his family and himself during theses years.

English, 60:00 minutes, 1998, PAL

This program examines Harlem’s politics of protest and its political leaders, the effect of World War II, and the community’s social growth in the 1960's.  Minister and later congressman Adam Clayton Powell opens up job opportunities to blacks in Harlem.  In 1941, A. Philip Randolph forces affirmative Action for blacks in defense plants.  The powerful influence of black musicians including Louis Armstrong, Ella Fitzgerald, Lena Horne and others is discussed. The hopes and disappointments of an East European (Polish) immigrant family as seen through the eyes of a young boy,  his experiences in school, work and in his family are dramatized.  The year is about 1910.

IMPACT OF THE COURTS - PART I -

English, 30 minutes each, USIA, 1994 PAL. (The American South Comes of Age 104)

This segment focuses on the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals and its transformation of the Supreme Court's Brown v. Board of Education decision. Footage includes the Montgomery bus boycott, Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. and the 1962 riots at the University of Mississippi.

374

IMPACT OF THE COURTS - PART II - 

English, 30 minutes each, USIA, 1994 PAL. (The American South Comes of Age 106)

This segment focuses on the civil rights issues facing the federal courts, voting rights proved to be the most frustrating and difficult to rectify.  The courts proved unable to correct this inequity.  Congress, under the leadership of President Lyndon B. Johnson, finally began the change with passage of the 1965 Voting Rights Act.  Footage includes speeches by Rev. King and President Johnson.

IN QUEST OF PEACE - THE STORY OF DWIGHT D. EISENHOWER
English, 34 minutes, USIA, 1993 PAL

Program includes footage from Ike's life, interviews with his son, John; granddaughter, Susan; biographer Kenneth Davis; and General Andrew Goodpaster, a close aide to Eisenhower over the years.  This program is almost evenly divided into segments on his life before World War II, the two-team presidency.  Clips show his meetings with world leaders, his charismatic appearances on this stump, and his leadership role during the war.  There is some emphasis on Ike's desire to improve US-Soviet relations from open skies to exchange programs.

The "Iron Road" tells the story of the first transcontinental railroad which was to link the Eastern half of the US to the West.  The film describes the lives and work of the laborers and the organizers who struggled to build 1,800 miles of track from OMAHA to Sacramento during the reconstruction years after the civil war.  Through the use of historic photographs, footage, on-screen interviews, and oral histories, the program documents how the railroad was conceived and built entirely by hand.

16 -- BEHIND THE HEADLINES:  THE REAL SADDAM

Language: English, Running time:  60-minutes
This documentary presents the coming of age of Iraq's oppressive leader.  Saddam Hussein was born in 1937 on the Tigris River with no running water, no electricity, and no hope for the future.  The product of dirt-poor uneducated peasants, Saddam Hussein grew up at a time of radical upheavals in Iraq and the world.  Saddam was raised in a mud hut by his mother and a brutal stepfather, who beat him, regularly called him "son of a whore" and taught him to steal sheep and chickens.  Saddam also learned early on to trust only his extended family and their tribal values, a philosophy that still colors his worldview.  This documentary offers a rarely seen side of Saddam Hussein.  He's a Stalin buff, yet a sentimental fellow who cries easily.  But the program also documents how Saddam learned to acquire, keep and use the power he so brutally wields.  

4  --  BEHIND THE HEADLINES:  UNDERSTANDING IRAQ

Language: English,  Running time: 60-minutes,  2002

Examines Iraq's tumultuous history.  Veteran network correspondent Forrest Sawyer uses his unique perspective throughout this program to unravel the cutthroat politics that have shaped Saddam Hussein and the tribal rivalries of Iraq's Kurds and the Sunni Shi'ia Muslims.  During the Persian Gulf crisis, Sawyer spent eight months in the Middle East reporting from Iraq, Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, Iran, Egypt and Jordan.  This documentary also explores the tortured relationship with Iraq.  In the 1980's when Iraq was an "enemy of our enemy," Iran, the U.S. became an ally of Saddam's.  This program documents how the U.S. government approved the sale of anthrax to Iraq.  The documentary also grapples with the question of what might happen to Iraq if Saddam is forced out of office.  

10 -- FRONTLINE: INSIDE THE TERRORIST NETWORK

Language: English,  Running time: 55-minutes

This documentary explores the factors that motivated those men who carried out the attacks on America on September 11.  It traces their movements across four continents, follows clues they left behind, and links their direct connection to bin Laden’s terror network.  How could these conspirators have plotted for years and gone basically undetected?  Former New York Times Washington Bureau Chief Hedrick Smith connects the dots, interviews their friends, teachers, classmates, and acquaintances.  In a documentary/dramatic fashion we experience their final hours, and their final minutes.  Hedrick Smith’s closing words capture the underlying tone of this documentary:  “The enduring shock of September 11 is that we did not understand the world we live in . . . understand that young men with bright futures would burn with such hatred, that they would die to destroy us.  They succeeded by commitment and cunning, we failed of complacency and poor imagination.  They caught us by surprise because we did not dream that this could happen here.  Part of what lies buried beneath the ashes at Ground Zero are America’s delusions.”   

7 -- FRONTLINE: TRAIL OF A TERRORIST

Language: English, Running time:  55-minutes

On Dec. 14, 1999, a 32-year-old Algerian named Ahmed Ressam was detained at the U.S./Canadian border when an alert customs agent became suspicious of Ressam's hesitant answers to her questions. When the trunk of his car was opened, agents discovered a powerful bomb and a plot for a millennium attack on America. Ressam said nothing at his trial but, facing 130 years in prison, decided to testify against an accomplice. His chilling testimony reveals his motives, his methods, and his connection to an Algerian terrorist group that had already carried out bombings in Europe. Ressam described his training at the Osama bin Laden camps in Afghanistan, where he became skilled in urban warfare, sabotage, and covert operations. 
11  --  ISLAM IN AMERICA

Language: English,  Running time: 55-minutes,

Reflecting the United States as a global village, this documentary produced by the Christian Science Monitor TV, looks at five Muslim groups throughout America practicing their faith, showing how their lives and their faith intertwine. 
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
